e Brief history of motor officers read by Larry Meyers: Harley Davidson delivered its
first motorcycle for law enforcement use to the Detroit Police Department in 1908. By
1925 there were more than 2500 city and county police departments using Harley-
Davidson motorcycles. They were maneuverable, rugged and fast, giving the police
a major boost in their ability to patrol communities and chase down criminals. The
first fatality was Sgt. John Johnston of the Salt Lake City Police Department in Utah.
He was killed in a motorcycle accident July 15, 1911. Over the years, motorcycle
accidents have become the third leading cause of law enforcement fatalities. A record
high number of 282 officers lost their lives in motorcycle accidents in 1930’s That
figure has dropped dramatically in every decade since as police switched to the
automobile as their primary means of patrol. (excerpt from MMOC web site and
